Motorcycles have, in recent years, become more focused and
specialized in their function. Here are definitions of a few key types
of bikes:

Adventure/Touring, Dual Sports

The offspring of rugged dirt bikes and long-distance tourers, these
bikes boast lots of suspension travel and upright postures that are
comfortable for lengthy rides.

Choppers

Epitomized by the Harley-Davidson Panhead in the film Captain
America, choppers tend to have extremely raked forks, reclined
seats, and lots of showy chrome.

Cruisers

Cruisers are like sedate choppers; their fork rake is less extreme,
and they're designed for laid-back riding.

Dirt Bikes

Dirt bikes generally refer to motorcycles designed for off road
riding, and typically feature knobby tires, long suspension travel,
and minimalistic frames and bodywork. Variants of dirt bike designs
compete in Enduro, Motocross, and Trials events, among others.
Enduro Bikes

Designed for long distance off road competitions, Enduro bikes are
usually equipped with headlights and taillights for nighttime riding,
and can be outfitted with timers and roll chart reading devices that
aid riders with navigation and timekeeping.

Naked Bikes

Naked bikes recall British motorcycles of the sixties, and lack
bodywork or a fairng that would normally hide their engines and
controls.

Scooters

Typified by Italian-made Vespas, scooters are like small
motorcycles with bodywork that allows the rider to "step through"
and sit without getting his or her clothes stained by oil. Scooter
engine sizes can be as little as 50cc

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Sport Bikes
Designed purely for performance, sport bikes tend to require arms-forward posture, powerful

engines, and tight handling.

Supermoto Bikes

Based on race machines that compete on a combination of road and dirt surfaces,
Supermoto bikes combine off road characteristics such as deep suspension travel with road
tires and bodywork reminiscent of so-called "street fighter" bikes.

Touring Bikes

Created solely for long-distance comfort, touring bikes often feature backrests, large
windscreens, and creature comforts such as radios and navigation systems.

Trials Bikes

These specialized competition bikes are tailor made for trials events, in which motorcycles
are maneuvered around off road or man-made obstacles, and riders are penalized if their feet
touch the ground. Extremely lightweight, trials bikes lack seats and feature stiffer suspension
than most dirt bikes.

Nobody likes to think aboui being fuit in an accident, but bike or car, you've got to be prepared
with the right information, legal advice, and above all, the right insurance. Many people think
that they have full coverage, but they don't. You really only have full coverage if you have HIGH
LIMITS of uninsured/underinsured motorist coverage.

NOTE: Check your own state’s insurance laws. The general information here is tailored for
Oregon riders and drivers. Ask your AIM Attorney how it works in your state.

Types of Insurance and What to Buy

UNINSURED and UNDERINSURED metorist (UM/UIM)

By far, this is THE MOST IMPORTANT COVERAGE you need; bike, fruck, or car. UM/UIM 1s
used when the accident is someone else's fault, and they either have no insurance or insurance
limits that are too low to cover your damages. UNDERINSURED (UIM) insurance is the same as
UM, except that this money is paid in addition to the other motorist's insurance, if his policy isn't
big enough to handle your claim. You automatically have as much UIM as you do UM.

Oregon requires: "25-507, which means just up to $25,000 per person. These minimum limits are
not enough. Buy the highest limits you can. My suggested minimum coverage is $100,000 per
person. It is typically not expensive. One way to pay for higher UM coverage is to raise the
deductibles (your "co-pay") in your collision and comprehensive coverage.

Don't assume that because you have some UM coverage, you are fully protected. UM/UIM
protects you, your passenger, and even relatives in your household for injuries in UM/UIM
wrecks for medicals, pain & suffering, lost wages, and future losses, so you want high limits. But
when an uninsured or underinsured driver injures you, your gwit iRSurance company becomes
your adversary, and you need a good lawyer o geta fair settlement. Note that UM requires you
io report the uninsured accident to the police within 72 hours of the accident.

LIABILITY (BD)
Also known as "BL" for bodily injury. Your BI pays for someone efse's injuries, MNOT yours, and

only if an accident is your fanli. Likewise, the other driver's Bl coverage pays you if an accident
is their fauli, although usually only after a 1ot of haggling or a lawsuit. This is for ALL damages.

UHINSURED MOTORIST for PROPERTY DAMAGE (UM/PD

Tt's not mandatory in Oregon, but it's a good buy and usually inexpeusive. If you already have
collision coverage then it's probably not necessary. As the name implies, UM/PD covers damage
to your vehicle if it's another driver's fault and that driver has no insurance. UM/PD may also pay
for other property loss.

PERSONAL INJURY PROTECTION (PIP)

Your PIP covers a limited amount of your "reasonable and necessary" medical bills (usually up to
$15,000 for one year), lost income (70% of your gross, up to $1,250 a month), and loss of certain
household services for you and your passengers, REGARDLESS OF FAULT. Bills should be
paid quickly. PIP coverage is mandatory for all private autos in Oregon, but is NOT REQUIRED
for bikes, and is not required for any vehicles in Washington.

If you're on a motorcycle and your usual passengers have health insurance, you probably don't
need PIP. Your potential loss is that you won't have the wage loss coverage. You may be able to
recover your lost income later from the injury settlement, assuming there's enough coverage.

COLLISICN

This just covers your vehicle, less a deductible, for damage from a crash of any sort, regardless of
fault. Not required, except by finance companies to protect their loan. It's not cheap, but the
higher your deductible, the less expensive the premiums.

COMPREHENSIVE

This also covers the vehicle, but for losses like fire and theft. Not mandatory, but usually
worthwhile to add. Higher deductibles here will also get you lower premiums.

UMBRELLA

The "Cadillac” of insurance. Get it for both UM and B if you can. It picks up where your regular
policy leaves off, usually up to $1,000,000 or more. It will require underlying coverage,
ordinarily of at least $100,000 per person. If you buy it from the same company where you have
your underlying policy, you may be able to get an umbrella for as little as another $150 a year or
iess. Umbrella Coverage usually exiends to certain personal (non-vehicular) liability claims as
well, and it may also add coverage limits 1o vour homeowners or renters policy. Ask vour ageni.

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Open Letter from ABATE of Floridai James D. fiDoco Reichenbach

April 20, 2008
To all Motorcycle Rights Organizations and interested parties:

The following is an economic impact study for the first seven years and nine months of our
amended helmet law. The motorcycle registration figures are compiled from the statistics of the
Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles. The fees come from the License and
Registration Bureau. From 1999 to April of 2008, our motorcycle registrations increased from
198,601 to 542,443. This is an increase of approximately 170% and it is still rising. The following
is the estimated revenue generated from the registration and bike purchases:

343,842 motorcycles at an average of $10,000 $3,438,420,000.00

Sales tax 6% 205,965,200.00
Registration fee for motorcycles $26.40 9,077,428.80

Change of title $29.75 10,229,299.50

Buy tag $10.00 3,438,420.00

TOTAL $3,667,130,348.30
