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An article appeared in:The Cherry Creek News and Central Denver Dispatch as follows:

Written by Staff, Friday, 08 June 2007 - "The American Motorcyclist Association has expressed 

serious concerns about a new law passed by the Denver City Council that essentially requires all 

riders in the city to use only stock exhaust systems on their motorcycles. On June 4, Denver officials 

approved changes to the city's vehicle noise ordinance that allow police to issue tickets to riders if 

their bikes don't have a federal Environmental Protection Agency sound-certification label on the 

exhaust systems. The new ordinance, which takes effect July 1, would apply to all motorcycles made 

since 1982, which was the first year that federal law required motorcycles sold in the U.S. to comply 

with EPA sound regulations. In practical terms, that means the bike would have to have the original 

exhaust system installed by the manufacturer. Violators would have two weeks to prove to a judge 

that they have fixed the problem or would be forced to pay a $500 fine. Previously, the Denver 

ordinance required all motor vehicles to pass a sound test that set a limit of 80 decibels at 25 feet. 

That type of performance standard remains in effect for cars and trucks, except that the allowable 

limits have been raised. Under the new ordinance, vehicles with a gross weight rating under 10,000 

pounds couldn't exceed 82 db(A) at 25 feet, and trucks over 10,000 pounds couldn't exceed 90 db(A) 

at 50 feet. Only motorcycles would be subject to the EPA sound certification labeling requirement. 

"We understand the motivation for cities to pass laws controlling sound levels from traffic," said Ed 

Moreland, AMA Vice President for Government Relations. "But the approach being taken in Denver 

creates a special class of enforcement that unfairly targets motorcyclists. Loud trucks and cars are 

every bit as annoying as loud motorcycles, but only motorcyclists would be subject to this new 

provision of the labeling law.ò To understand the restrictions being imposed on motorcyclists, 

Moreland asked car drivers to consider the impact if Denver city officials had instead required stock 

mufflers on cars, making it illegal for Denver drivers to buy replacement exhaust systems from 

companies like Midas or Meineke. "That would force everyone who drives a Ford to return to the 

Ford dealer and get the exact replacement muffler every time their exhaust system wore out," he 

noted. The AMA's position on the new Denver ordinance got support June 7 in an editorial in the 

Rocky Mountain News which stated: "As more than one critic of the ordinance ... noted, it just 

doesn't appear ready for prime time.ñ Several years ago, the city of Albuquerque, New Mexico, 

passed a similar certification ordinance affecting motorcyclists there. Motorcyclist groups, included 

the AMA, worked with city officials for two years before that provision was rescinded and the city 

went back to a performance-based sound standard. The AMA has a decades-long history of 

opposition to excessive motorcycle sound, and has hosted national summits on the subject that have 

brought together riders, manufacturers, aftermarket companies, law-enforcement officers and 

government officials. Among the groups that have supported that effort is ABATE of Colorado, 

which has issued a position paper warning riders that they could face this kind of discriminatory 

enforcement because of growing public complaints about traffic sound levels. The AMA is contacting 

Denver City Council members in hopes of opening up a dialogue on this topic before enforcement of 

the new law begins on July 1."We look forward to working with the Denver City Council to come up 

with a more reasonable solution for dealing with excessive sound levels from traffic," Moreland said.   

"Our experience has shown that there are a range of approaches cities can take to this issue without 

imposing restrictive laws on motorcyclists.ñ

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Touring Essentials: Don't leave home without 'em

You've been planning this motorcycle trip for over a year.

The route's all settled, the bike's been serviced, and you

think you're ready to go. Are you sure you have everything

you need? Are you and your bike prepared?

What to take

The difference between a good tour and a bad tour

could very well depend on what you remember to

pack for the trip.  The best bet is to make your own list. Then, 

after each tour, cross off the things you didn't need and add things you needed but didn't have 

with you.  If you need a starting point, begin with our list, which is based on input from some 

experienced road riders.  To make sure, break it down into three areas: Your bike, your gear, 

your comfort.

Your bike

Motorcycles are more reliable than ever, and a cell phone and MOTOW roadside assistance

can get you out of a lot of troubles without getting your hands dirty.  But it still makes sense to 

carry some basic tools and repair items with you.  Probably the thing most likely to immobilize 

your bike is a flat tire. You can usually get to someplace that can do a permanent repair or 

replace the tire just by carrying and using a simple plug kit and a means for inflating your tire, 

such CO2 cartridges or a small pump, either powered by your bike or by hand.  No tools are 

useful if you don't know how to use them. Practice your repair techniques on an old tire at 

home, before you have to learn the hard way by botching your last plug alongside the road.  To 

help avoid tire problems in the first place, an air pressure gauge should be an ever-present 

part of your travel gear, and should be used frequently.  Like a tire repair kit, a flashlight and a 

spare fuse at night could mean the difference between being blind and stranded on a dark 

road (and maybe in danger of being hit by other traffic) or being back on your way quickly.  

Know your bike and know what special tools it requires. Within reason, carry along anything 

that a repair shop might not have.  Is there a weak spot on your machine? Carrying a spare 

electrical relay, headlight bulb, fuel filter or whatever else is known to fail, due to vibration, 

wear, or quirks of your particular machine, can save you a lot of wasted time seeking spare 

parts on tour.

It really all comes down to knowing your machine and intelligently assessing what you're most 

likely to need on tour to keep it happy, healthy, and humming down the highway.

Your gear

The first goal of your gear is to keep you safe. But you'll also be safer if you're dry and warm 

and focused on your riding, instead of wet and shivering and searching for a rest area with a 

hot-air hand dryer to thaw your frozen digits.  The farther you travel, the wider the range of 

weather conditions you may encounter. But even a short ride can put you through a swing of 

40 degrees. Just ask anyone who's ridden to the peak of Mount Evans in Colorado or Mount 

Washington in New Hampshire.

You need to be prepared for 45 degrees in the morning, 85 degrees in the late afternoon, and 

the rain that will hit somewhere along the tourðall without having a chase truck along to carry 

extra gear.  Instead of carrying different gear for every situation, consider versatile pieces that 

work together. A jacket with adjustable vents and a removable lining can cover a wide range of 

temperatures. In warm seasons, a mesh jacket and a rain suit to wear over it (and shut off the 

ventilation) covers a wide range with little bulk.  An extra pair or two of gloves takes up little 

space. But having dry gloves to put on if the weather turns cold and wet is worth a lot.

Adding electrically heated gear greatly extends the riding temperatures in cold weather, while 

taking up little packing space.

Your comfort

Anything that's even the most minor annoyance on a short ride will really, really get on your 

nerves on a long tour.  Are your levers adjusted properly? When you rest your fingers on the 

levers, the back of your hand should be in a straight line with your arm, so your wrists aren't 

bent and putting pressure on your nerves.  If you're traveling a lot, is it time to spring for an 

aftermarket seat? Several manufacturers will make one suited to your kind of riding. For other 

riders, greater comfort is as simple as adding a sheepskin cover or a pad to the existing seat.

If wind buffeting is bothering you, consider a different-size windshield.. There are also add-on 

lips you can get to extend your existing shield. Remember that a little buffeting that is barely 

annoying on your 20-mile commute will have you ready to rip off your windshield and chew it up 

in anger after four 500-mile days on the road.  Don't forget things like a tinted face shield for 

your helmet or sunglasses, earplugs, a bottle of water, aspirin, sun block, etc. These things can 

greatly improve your comfort when you need them.

Make your own list

Armed with these guidelines, make a list of the things you think you'll need on your tour. Then, 

revise it after each trip. Cross off things you didn't need and add things you needed but didn't 

have with you.

Benton Community College parking lot.Thinking of motorcycling? Hereôs a brief guide to getting 

into this less-expensive method of transportation

Does the combination of spring sunshine and soaring gasoline prices have you thinking that nowôs the 

time to start riding a motorcycle, only youôre not sure how to go about doing it? Relax. Itôs simple, 

especially with a nationally recognized safety program operating out of Linn-Benton Community 

College.  But there are a few things to keep in mind before you head to a dealership or respond to an 

ad in the classifieds.

The first is that before you can ride on the road, youôll need to add a motorcycle endorsement to your 

driverôs license. To receive that endorsement, which costs $74 for eight years, you must pass a written 

exam as well as a skills test.  While itôs certainly possible just to study Oregonôs motorcycle manual, 

borrow a friendôs bike and take the tests at the DMV, a better idea is enrolling in one of the basic rider 

courses offered weekly at LBCC.  Instructors from an ODOT-sanctioned group known as Team 

Oregon teach the three-day, 15-hour course, which includes classroom instruction as well as riding 

time on 125- to 250-cubic-centimeter motorcycles that Team Oregon provides.  The $155 class, which 

is aimed at people who have ridden only a little or not at all, concludes with a written exam and a 

skills test; if a student passes both, he can take his Team Oregon certificate to the DMV, which will 

waive its own exams and issue a motorcycle endorsement.

At this point, itôs time to go motorcycle shopping, and itôs generally best for a new rider to buy a used 

bike ðtheyôre cheaper, plus it will be less painful for the owner when the bike gets dinged up via a 

tip-over or some other kind of minor, inevitable beginnerôs mishap.  A variety of midsized, entry-level 

bikes are available in the $4,000 to $6,000 range; a cruiser is often a good choice because its 

comparatively low seat and low center of gravity make it easier to balance and control, especially at 

low speeds and in tight confines.  On top of whatever you pay for a bike, figure on spending another 

several hundred dollars on a helmet, which is required by law, a riding jacket and pants, boots and 

gloves.

Generally, a bike is much less expensive to insure than a car, and at 50 mpg, itôs much cheaper to 

operate on a day-to-day basis.  Other factors to keep in mind, though, are the fact that motorcycle tires 

wear out much faster than car tires ð roughly every 8,000 miles, depending on the type of tire ð and 

they cost about $300 per pair to replace.  Also, chain-driven bikes need lubrication every few hundred 

miles ð that costs just pennies at a time and is easy to do with a spray-on lube ð and a chain 

replacement every 20,000 miles at the cost of about $200.
